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A case of 'force majeure' occurs when an unexpected event beyond your control—such as an accident, death of a family member, or the cancellation of your mobility by the host university/institution—forces you to terminate your Erasmus mobility. Such events are not caused by your intention or negligence, and terminating your mobility under these circumstances qualifies as a 'force majeure' case.
What is a case

Supporting documentation that confirms the occurrence of the 'force majeure' (e.g., a doctor's note, cancellation notice from the host university, or other official documents).
A detailed description of the event that led to the termination of your mobility.
Immediately contact WSB University’s Academic Mobility Coordinator, Gabriela Węglarz, at gweglarz@wsb.edu.pl to report the situation. Inform your host university/institution as well.

You will need to fill out a special ‘Force Majeure’ form to officially report the situation.
Please follow these steps
Documents required for submission:
A ‘Confirmation of Stay’ document from your host university/institution, indicating the actual start and end dates of your mobility. This must be signed and stamped by the host institution.

What happens next?
Your case and documents will be submitted to the Erasmus National Agency – Foundation for the Development of the Education System in Warsaw. Each case is reviewed individually.
If you have incurred costs
If your mobility is cancelled or terminated and you have already incurred non-recoverable expenses (e.g., plane tickets, accommodation costs), you may apply for reimbursement. To claim these costs, you must submit:

· Bills, invoices, plane/bus tickets, 
or bank transfer confirmations.
· Evidence that you have attempted to recover the costs (e.g., email exchanges with hotels or airlines).
If an emergency situation occurs during your mobility and you need to terminate it due to 'force majeure,' you must immediately inform both your home university's Erasmus+ or Mobility Coordinator and your host university/institution.
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
