Point system - a student is required to earn an appropriate number of points converted into a mark in order to pass the course - English language. Points are awarded for attendance, activity, preparation for classes, preparation of a presentation, a project in the form of e.g. translation of any material, successful completion of mid-semester tests, work on the MOODLE e-learning platform documented with a printed report. 
After semester 5, students take the TOEIC (listening and reading) exam at B2 level. Full-time students additionally prepare a multimedia presentation as an oral examination.
