... ARE YOU READY FOR IT?

If you're arriving in Poland to begin your international journey, a warm welcome to you!

If your destination is our main campus in Dąbrowa Górnicza and you choose to fly, you'll likely 
land at Katowice Pyrzowice International Airport. Although this airport is on the smaller side with 
only two terminals, it offers a comfortable and straightforward layout for easy navigation.

If your destination is our campus in Kraków, then you will most likely land at the John Paul II 
Kraków-Balice International Airport. This airport is larger than Katowice Pyrzowice and provides a 

range of facilities and services to accommodate travelers. It features a modern and efficient 
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layout, making navigation through its terminals straightforward for newcomers. From the airport, 
you can access various transport options, including train, bus, and car services.

It's important for all international arrivals to remember to keep their travel documents accessible 
at all times to ensure a smooth entry process during checks.
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COMMUNICATION TO KATOWICE FROM AIRPORT

Transportation from the airport to the city couldn't be simpler. A shuttle bus service runs directly 

to Katowice with a frequency that makes travel convenient. 

Metropolitan lines to the airport connect the main cities of the Upper Silesian-Zagłębowska 
Metropolis with Katowice International Airport in Pyrzowice. Special lines to the airport have 

different tickets than regular lines.

HOW TO BUY A BUS TICKET?
THE TRADITIONAL WAY

The first step is: look for the ticket machine. In front of terminal C Katowice-Pyrzowice Airport, 
there should be a machine where you can buy your bus ticket. It's called a ZTM machine. It's big, 

has bright color and it’s hard to miss. 

Metropolitan lines to the airport connect the main cities of the Upper Silesian-Zagłębowska 
Metropolis with Katowice International Airport in Pyrzowice. Special lines to the airport have 

different tickets than regular lines. The basic ticket that entitles you to travel on airport lines is a 
day ticket, which costs PLN 14.00. 30-day and 90-day tickets are also available for sale. Tickets 
can be purchased from a dedicated ZTM machine. 

HOW TO BUY A BUS TICKET?
THE MODERN WAY

ZTM tickets are available in the following applications: Mobilny ŚKUP, SkyCash, mPay, moBILET, 
and Jakdojade. All ZTM tickets are available in the case of the first application, in the others - 

single travel and medium-term. From Katowice you can travel to any city in the metropolis using 
Jakdojade (it’s our favourite app!). In Jakdojade you can buy tickets in two ways: by paying 

with BLIK or - which is more convenient for foreigners since you probably don't use BLIK - with 
e-wallet. You can top it up with ApplePay or by adding a card.

Getting from the airport to the city center of Kraków is straightforward. A shuttle train 
service provides direct connectivity between John Paul II Kraków-Balice International Airport 

and Kraków's main railway station, Kraków Główny, located in the heart of the city. Additionally, 
bus services offer frequent links to various parts of Kraków, including the city center.

Train from Kraków Airport to Kraków Old Town.

Train - on the route Kraków Airport - Kraków Główny - Wieliczka Rynek Kopalnia.  There is no 

charge for luggage.

Bus - Bus lines 252 and 208 and night bus 902 have several stops in the city center and depart 
from the East Railway Station loop. The last stop is in front of the airport terminal. Agglomeration 

fares apply, which are slightly more expensive than downtown fares.

HOW TO BUY A TICKET?
THE TRADITIONAL WAY

Tickets for the train - Tickets are available from ticket machines in the Passenger Terminal 
(east part, level 0), from ticket machines in the station, on the train (from ticket machines or from 
the conductor). These machines, easily identifiable by their bright colors and clear signage, allow 

you to purchase your ticket effortlessly. 

Tickets for the bus -  Tickets are available in the ticket machine at East Railway Station loop 
or inside the bus. These machines, easily identifiable by their bright colors and clear signage, 

allow you to purchase your ticket effortlessly.  Agglomeration fares apply, which are slightly more 
expensive than downtown fares.

Tickets for Kraków's public transport, including airport shuttle services, can be purchased via 

several smartphone apps: Mobilny MPK Kraków, Jakdojade, SkyCash, mPay and moBILET.  From 
Katowice you can travel using Jakdojade (it’s our favourite app!). In Jakdojade you can buy 
tickets in two ways: by paying with BLIK or - which is more convenient for foreigners since you 

probably don't use BLIK - with e-wallet. You can top it up with ApplePay or by adding a card.

Food - an average young person might spend between 740 and 1260 PLN per month on 
groceries. Opting for budget-friendly supermarkets can help save money. The supermarkets 
are closed on Sundays, the exception is Żabka - you can find it everywhere.
Transportation - a monthly public transport ticket, which is the most cost-effective option, 
might cost between 90 and 160 PLN, depending on the coverage area.
Personal care - expenses ranging from 260 to 420 PLN can cover everything from toiletries 
to haircuts or private doctor visits. Medical visits covered by the National Health System 
(NFZ) are free.
Leisure - up to 210 PLN might be spent on leisure activities each month. Expect to pay 
around 75-160 PLN for theater tickets; 42-57 PLN for a movie night for two; and about 14 
PLN for a cappuccino in expat areas of the city.
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WHICH POLISH PUBLIC TRANSPORT IS THE BEST FOR YOU?

Most Polish cities have well-developed networks of public transport. Depending on the city and 
region, they include buses, trams, trolleybuses, trains, and metro.

The most common mode of transportation is bus and tram inside the city (metro in case of 

Warsaw), and bus and trains between cities or inside of a metropoly. So that would be the 

best solution for Kraków.

Silesia region - home to the main campus of WSB University - is a metropoly, hence being able to 

use all three modes of transport is highly recommended. Especially for students living 

outside of Dąbrowa Górnicza.

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Most cities have these three organised under one provider which makes the purchase of tickets 

far easier. In Silesia the responsible entity is ZTM. The are several offices situated all over the 

Metropoly with some of the main ones being:

In Kraków, the public transport system is similarly comprehensive and well-developed, offering 

an extensive network of buses and trams that efficiently connect different parts of the city. 

Unlike the Silesia region, which benefits from a metropolis-wide integrated transport system 

managed by ZTM (Zarząd Transportu Metropolitalnego), Kraków's public transportation is 

operated by MPK Kraków (Miejskie Przedsiębiorstwo Komunikacyjne w Krakowie).

MPK Kraków manages the city's buses and trams, providing convenient and reliable service 

within Kraków and to some areas beyond the city limits. Tickets for Kraków's public transport 

can be purchased from kiosks, ticket machines located throughout the city, and directly 

from drivers in some cases.

For intercity travel or moving within the larger metropolitan area, residents and visitors use 

buses and trains operated by various providers, including PKP (Polskie Koleje Państwowe) for

trains. Similar to the Silesia region, the integration of services under one provider in Kraków 

simplifies the ticket purchasing process, although the specific entity and ticketing options differ.

TRAINS IN KATOWICE

Katowice, together with 40 nearby cities and municipalities, is part of The Metropolitan 

Association of Upper Silesia and the Dąbrowa Basin, also called Silesian Metropolis. The 

connection in the Metropoly is well developed and in some cases it's even possible to travel via 

train to a different part of the city, just like with trams or busses.

In order to travel inside of the Silesian region we recommend using Kolejne Śląskie - Silesian 

Railways.

TRAINS IN KRAKÓW

In Kraków, the public transport system operates under a similar comprehensive network, 

primarily consisting of buses and trams managed by MPK Kraków (Miejskie Przedsiębiorstwo 

Komunikacyjne w Krakowie). While Kraków does not offer the same intra-city train service as the 

Silesian Metropolis, it provides extensive coverage of the city and its outskirts, ensuring reliable 

connectivity. 

For regional travel, residents and visitors can rely on PKP (Polish State Railways) for train 

services that connect Kraków with other cities and regions. Tickets for both MPK Kraków and PKP 

trains can be purchased at stations, online, or via applications such as:

Dąbrowa Górnicza, located in the Silesian region of Poland, is a city that offers a blend of

DISCOVER KRAKÓW
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Wawel Castle - A symbol of Polish national identity and a UNESCO World Heritage site, this 
historic castle is a must-visit for its architecture, art collections, and royal chambers.

Main Market Square (Rynek Główny) - The largest medieval market square in Europe, 

surrounded by historic townhouses, palaces, and churches, including the iconic St. Mary's 
Basilica.

World War II), Auschwitz is a death camp: a prison camp, an extermination camp, and a slave-

labour camp. It is the most lethal of the Nazi extermination camps. A place where history is right 

in front of everyone eyes.

Warsaw Old Market Place, Warsaw - Warsaw's Old Town Market Place (Polish: Rynek Starego 

Miasta) is the center and oldest part of the Old Town of Warsaw, capital of Poland. Immediately 

after the Warsaw Uprising, it was systematically blown up by the German Army. After World War II, 

The Old Town Market Place was restored to its prewar appearance.

Palace Of Culture And Science, Warsaw - stands as a striking example of socialist-realist 

architecture. This iconic building, the tallest in Poland, was a "gift" from the Soviet Union to the 

Polish people, completed in 1955. Designed by Soviet architect Lev Rudnev, it is a blend of Polish 

historical architecture and Soviet monumentalism. The Palace houses theaters, museums, 

offices, and a conference center. Its terrace on the 30th floor offers a panoramic view of Warsaw, 

making it a popular tourist attraction. Despite its controversial origins, the Palace of Culture and 

Science has become a symbol of Warsaw and a testament to the city's resilience.
