The content of the paper (each paragraph should be preceded by the default indent of 1.25 cm). The title of a heading should be separated from its content by one line of empty space.

Other comments:

· The initial part of the article should be called Introduction.

· The entire text should be written in Times New Roman, 12 points, 1.5 spacing (except for the mentioned cases: title of the paper – 14 points; content of the tables – 11 points, single spacing; content of footnotes – 10 points, single spacing and literature – single spacing);

· Margins: 2.5 cm on each side;

· Footnotes (other than citations) should be 10  points, single spacing.
· At the beginning of the article (formatted according to the example at the beginning of the template) the names of the authors without degrees/titles should be given, and in the case of affiliation only the name of the represented University or other scientific institution;

· The individual points which form the structure of the paper should be numbered;

· Points start with a dot, if there are several sentences in a given point, they should be finished with a semicolon, in the case of an ordinary list - a comma;

· In the text the author’s name is mentioned according to the following formula: A.Marshall;

· In the description of objects (table, charts and figures), the title should be above the object, and the source – under the object. Formatting should be according to the text formatting standard (without bolding). The content of the table should be 11 points, 1 line spacing. Below is an example of formatting (a similar pattern refers to charts and figures):

The list of references should be preceded by the heading: References, it should be numbered, no indents preceding each item should be used. In the text, single spacing. Below is an example of the formatting of literature and then the standard of bibliographic descriptions:

Surname, Initial of the first name, Surname, Initial of the first name, (year). Title of the book. Place of issue: The publishing house. 

· Book publications edited: 

Surname, Initial of the first name. (ed.) (year). Title of the book. Place of issue: The publishing house. 

· Chapters in collective book publications: 

Surname, Initial of the first name. (year). Title of the chapter. In: Initial of the first name. Surname (ed.), Title of the book (volume, pages). Place of issue: The publishing house. 

· Articles in the journal: 

Surname, Initial of the first name. (year). Title of the article. Title of the journal, volume (number), pages (without abbreviation “p.”) 

· Papers: 

Surname, Initial of the first name. (year). Title of the paper. Paper delivered at: Name of the conference. The place. 

· Institutions’ reports: 

Institution (year). Title of the report. Place of issue: Institution. 

· Publications in print: 

Surname, Initial of the first name. (in print). etc. 

· Unpublished works: 

Surname, Initial of the first name. (year). Title of work. Unpublished doctoral dissertation. Place: University name. 

· Internet sources: 

After the entire bibliographic description, we add: 

http://www.address (dd.mm.year). 

The date in brackets is the date of access.
